The Solid Waste Section (Section) has completed a review of the Soil Assessment Workplan submitted on
behalf of Wilson County by Babb and Associates, P.A. The sample and analysis plan was submitted to
comply with a Compliance Order issued by the Section on June 7, 2010.

The Soil Assessment Workplan proposes to submit a soil sample from each of the four areas where
leachate seeps were observed along the landfill footprint. Each soil sample from the four areas will be a
composite sample consisting of four aliquots from each of the leachate seep areas. The aliquots will be
collected using a decontaminated stainless steel hand auger from a depth of 6” — 12” below ground
surface. The four composite soil samples will be analyzed for volatile organic compounds, RCRA metals,
sulfate, phosphate, and nitrate.
